(D) Travel Declaration for Nov-Dec School Holidays  
 
The school refers to the Parents Gateway (PG) notification sent out on 21 Oct 2025 (Tue) 
regarding travel declaration. We would like to remind parents of student who are going to travel 
during the year-end school holidays with your child, to submit the travel declaration for your 
child via PG. There is no action required for those who are not travelling out of Singapore for 
the entire school holiday period. If there is a change in travel plan(s) after declaration, please 
submit a new travel declaration via PG or inform the school. For ad-hoc travel during the school 
holidays, you can continue to access PG to provide the latest information. 
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(E) Safety During School Holidays  

 
Safety outside the school premises is of utmost concern during the school holidays and we 
would like to remind all our students to be vigilant in the following areas: 
 
• Road safety; cross roads in a safe manner and to always use designated road crossings 

such as overhead bridges, underground passes and zebra-crossings, and never to be 
distracted with gadgets and online content 

• Personal belongings; stay alert of what is happening around them and take care of their 
personal belongings 

• Personal safety; avoid walking through dimly lit and secluded places or taking the lift with 
a stranger; and arrange for an adult family member or trusted friend to escort them home 
when returning alone late at night.  Remind your child also not to accept items, gifts or 
packages from strangers and to inform you or a trusted adult immediately when 
approached by strangers. 

• Cyber safety; students to always be vigilant to making friendships online and must never 
meet strangers whom they have befriended online. In addition, they must not divulge 
personal information to strangers whom they are acquainted with online. 

 
It is important for our students be alert and take preventive actions so that they do not become 
victims of crime. Parents play a key role in shaping our children’s behaviour in online space 
and managing their online exposure. We would like to share the following cyber wellness tips 
with you: 
 
• balance your child's/ward’s internet use with physical and social activities to develop your 

child/ward holistically and 
• be vigilant and provide close guidance to their online experiences. 
 
 
(F) CCA Conducted During Curriculum Hours in 2026  
 
To ensure clarity regarding Co-Curricular Activities (CCA) in the coming year, we want to 
inform you of some important changes for 2026. We would like to update all parents that 
starting 2026, all CCAs will be conducted during curriculum hours. This initiative is part of 
MPS's commitment to holistic education, aiming for 100% student participation as CCAs 
provide a pivotal platform for developing talents and interests.  
 
All CCA sessions will commence on Term 1, Week 4, specifically on Tuesday mornings. 
Please note that only students in competitive-based CCAs will have a second session on 
Thursday afternoons. A more detailed schedule and further information will be provided when 
school reopens. 
 
 
(G) Important Matters for 2026 School Re-opening  
  
Similar to arrangements in previous years, only Primary 1 students of 2026 will report on the 
first day of school on 2 Jan 2026 (Fri). Primary 2 to Primary 6 students will start their first 
day of school on 5 Jan 2026 (Mon).  
 
Our teachers will be having their protected vacation time from 27 Nov 2025 (Thu) to 29 Dec 
2025 (Mon). We seek your understanding that they may have limited access to their emails 
during this period and may not be able to respond to your queries as promptly.
